6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. Graduate Student Association Services Expo- Graduate Student Association
Mr. Helman explained to the Board about the events he had put together for this week as well as the Expo for which he is requesting funds. He stated that it is for speakers to talk about the opportunities available at CSULB for graduate students, which will be taking place February 10, 2009.

Senator Denila asked if there was a speaker who agreed to speak at this event. Mr. Helman replied that he has asked a couple of people such as Mike Hostetler and Jeanne Caveness but has not finished setting anything up.
Mr. Chavez asked who his SLD advisor is. Mr. Helman replied that it is Jeff Klaus.

Ms. Swetland encouraged Mr. Helman to press on with this organization because there are constant questions from graduates asking what they can do on campus. She also asked Mr. Helman what kind of marketing he has done for this event. Mr. Helman replied that he has sent out flyers and emails, and he plans to talk to heads of colleges to also send out emails. 
Ms. Swetland asked what his current budget is. Mr. Helman replied that it is zero dollars, that this is a new club with no funds. 

Treasurer Troutner thought that this event would be a good event but is not sure what the turnout will be and does not think it is a good event to fund.
Senator Denila expressed her concern of this event turning into a mixer.

Mr. Haller mentioned that ASI does not provide a lot of services specific to graduate students and suggested for the Board to give Mr. Helman a chance. Even if the event does not go through, the funds will return to the Board. Mr. Waterfield concurred with Mr. Haller.

Ms. Swetland suggested providing $150 for facility rental and also mentioned that she is not even sure if this event will go through because he has done almost no marketing except email.

Treasurer Troutner asked Senator Denila if she would be willing to help Mr. Helman out. She responded in the affirmative. Mr. Waterfield suggested pushing the date of the event back. He stated that Senator Denila and SLD advisors help would be of assistance. He concluded by stating that even if there are only twenty graduate students in attendance, it is more than what ASI is doing now.
Mr. Chavez stated that this is something that is needed although there is a degree of risk.

Ms. Swetland mentioned that he might have under-budgeted for this event if he anticipates 180 people.

B. 3rd Annual Mr. Rhoyalty Scholarship Competition- Sigma Gamma Rho Sorority Inc. 

Ms. Bascara explained to the Board that this event is a competition for Sigma Gamma Rho males that provides an opportunity for any male college student who exemplifies what the organization stands for: youth outreach, community service, and the pursuit for higher education. It unites all Greek as well as other organizations on campus. Competitors for this event will show off their attributes through different competitions such as GPA, community service, and extra-curricular activities. They will also answer a question on youth education and what their education can do for the youth today. The winner of this competition will receive a scholarship fund that will be used only for their higher education. The winner will be required to participate in at least one community service event and one outreach program which is held by Sigma Gamma Rho. Ms. Bascara also explained the breakdown of the competition to the Board.  
Senator Denila asked what the usual amount they give for scholarships is. Ms. Bascara replied that it is $500 which is separate from the grant. 

Mr. Haller asked who will be doing the judging for this event. Ms. Bascara replied that the judges will be people that hold positions in the sorority and their advisors. 

Mr. Chavez asked who the honorariums for this event are. Ms. Bascara replied that they are for a DJ and some vendors as well.   Mr. Chavez asked based on the information given at the beginning of the presentation if men with lower GPA or not in good standing can participate. Ms. Bascara replied that it is based on a point system and GPA counts for more points than any other category.
Senator Farooqui asked who was co-sponsoring the event. Ms. Bascara replied that they usually ask other organizations during the Week of Welcome. 

Treasurer Troutner asked which groups participated in the past. Ms. Bascara replied there are five males from nine various organizations and ten other organizations support the show.
Treasurer Troutner asked who the majority that participated were. Ms. Bascara replied that the majority are Greek members and also student organizations. 

Mr. Chavez asked that based on information on the fund request form that $250 for a DJ seems under-priced and asked if they have worked for this dj before. Ms. Bascara replied that they have used him the previous two times. 
Treasurer Troutner asked how much the admission tickets are going to be. Ms. Bascara replied that the pre-sale are probably going to be sold at two dollars and the regular admission is probably going to be sold at five dollars. She is looking for the community to help support. 
Ms. Swetland mentioned to the Board that she liked the larger purpose behind this event, like academic merit and community service, and thinks that anything promoting that is worth funding.

Mr. Chavez concurred with Ms. Swetland’s statement and knows it is a successful event because he has heard of it before.

C. Club Sports and Recreation- Triathlon Team

Ms. McKewin explained to the Board that this event takes place in April 26, 2009. They put it on every April. The funding is going to be for timing chips, which makes the timing system more accurate. Because of this system, more people show up. This race consists of students, community members, and anyone else who wants to be active. They are trying to get an attendance of 200 this year. 

Ms. Swetland asked about how many students participate. Ms. Mckewin replied that collegiate athletes from everywhere in California and also a lot of community members participate, but no more than twenty from CSULB. They are trying to promote students to participate instead of volunteering. 
Treasurer Troutner asked if they knew how much the total costs were for this event. Ms. McKewin replied about $5,500 but it depends on the sponsors. Treasurer Troutner asked what the sponsors typically cover. Ms. McKewin replied that they cover prizes for the end of the race like bike stuff, work out gear, etc.

Mr. Waterfield asked what column A represents on the original grant application. Ms. Mckewin replied that it is the operating budget. Mr. Waterfield asked what their amounts for expenses are going to be. Ms. Mckewin replied every year it is different, and it is probably $6,000 because they have to get police enforcement, rent a pool, and volunteer shirts. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if the Board could postpone this until next week so that Mr. Waterfield can assist them in determining the total costs of this event.

D. Letter Writing Campaign- Up ‘til Dawn

Ms. Day explained to the Board that they have been established for over 4 years and have raised $80,000 thus far. She showed a DVD on what the event is. Ms. Day explained that the event takes place from 6 p.m. to 6 a.m. Funds are specifically for the use of the ballrooms, where students will send out a pre-written letter. There will also be entertainment, food, and videos. It is a way for students to come together and show compassion and share stories. 

Mr. Haller asked if they had obtained the costs from the Conference and Events Center.  Mr. Haller also asked if the honoraria and service contracts are for entertainers. Ms. Day replied that it is mainly for event staffing.

Senator Denila asked what kind of commitment the student needs to contribute. Ms. Day replied that it depends upon the student. There are various prizes given and raffles. In order to get the bigger prizes, you have to stay the whole night. Their goal is not for participant to act like they have to stay, but rather they want to stay because it is fun. 

Senator Farooqui asked what kind of letters they are going to be sending out. Ms. Day replied that it is a pre-wrtitten letter about the organization and what this event is. 

Senator Denila asked if all the other funds are directly from donations. Ms. Day replied yes that they currently have $7,000 in their account and they only need $3,000 to fund the costs. 

Mr. Haller mentioned to the Board that the requests were based on firm costs quotes and if only the score based funding is awarded, they will be short $700.

Ms. Swetland reported to the Board that this organization did receive $1,000 from Wells Fargo. Mr. Chavez and Treasurer Troutner replied that they did put that amount on the grant application.

Mr. Waterfield thinks that this event is going to become one of the big annual events for the school.

8. STUDENT UNDERGRADUATE RESEARCH FUND

There were none. 

9. REPORTS
A. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Troutner reported that the current year unallocated fund has a summer balance of $6,416 held in reserve, a fall balance of $2,394 and the spring balance was $29,548 which totals $38,358. The Student Undergraduate fund still remains at $10,000. The Student Travel fund for fall was $481, spring is $6,500 which totals $6,981. The total for Facility Fee Waivers is $8,685, and we have four days left for the Performing Arts Center. 
Mr. Waterfield asked if Treasurer Troutner knew the total amount the Board allocated from CYUF in the first semester. Treasurer Troutner replied just under $39,000.

Treasurer Troutner reported to the Board that there was a good turnout of the Post-Event Assessment Reports and showed the Board the status on each group. There were 131 events funded, and he thinks the Board did a great job. Treasurer Troutner went through the Treasurer’s Survey and explained certain questions. He commented on how T3 is funded by allocating $500 each college council and suggested it be funded off the top rather than by individual councils. Treasurer Troutner also mentioned to the Board that there was a question about permitting multiple signers on a Signature Authorization Card. There was this group asking why they couldn’t have multiple signers, and he wants the Board’s feedback. Treasurer Troutner reported to the Board that he has received a couple of emails about the affinity agreements that were discussed in the beginning of the fall ‘08 semester and stated that they might come back for discussion.
Concerning the multiple signers, Mr. Haller commented that the Board needs to document that only two signers can sign on a Signature Authorization Card.  

B. Senators Representative’s Report

Senator Denila reported that the Senate had postponed the smoking resolution because they needed more information. They approved the resolution opposing the budget cuts and passed the resolution on employer-paid member contributions to PERS as well as the Policy on Mobile Service Devices.
Treasurer Troutner asked if someone from Senate going to make a brief presentation to the Board of Trustees.  Mr. Chavez replied that it was either going to be him or another Senator. 

C. Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Haller reported to the Board that enrollment was 683 students less then anticipated and there are four weeks left to register. The rollback report has been prepared and has been gone through to include amount spent in January. He is confident that it is accurate. He believes ASI should do a historical analysis on which organizations get money and don’t spend it. He reported that ASI is going out to bid for a new auditor. Mr. Haller passed out a paper on “Where do your AS fees go?” that gives a breakdown on how AS fees are allocated. On the last page of the report, he went over the budget problems facing ASI for 09/10. Although there will be no planned payroll increases, the contribution rate for public employees retirement will go up to 13.2% and non-pension benefits are expected to go up by 8%. They are expecting operating costs to increase commensurate with the rate of inflation, which is at 3%. They are also projecting a decrease in revenues. Mr. Haller reported that he will be meeting with Dave Edwards is to discuss the options that are available to them and get some concrete data to report to the Executive Officers.    
Mr. Waterfield asked if part of the $44 goes towards the scholarship program. Mr. Haller replies yes, that it comes from the $21 Beach Pride fee. 
Ms. Swetland told Mr. Haller that Mr. Edwards gave her some number and asked if that would help. Mr. Haller reported yes and also asked for IRA enrollment numbers as well. 

Mr. Chavez asked if in the discussions with Dave Edwards they have included Treasurer Troutner or Ms. Swetland. Mr. Haller replied that they want to flush out all the alternatives and then discuss them with the Executive Officers. 

10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS
A. LGBT Diversity Week 2009- Queer Ink (Item from Meeting #17)
Treasurer Troutner reminded the Board of this item and explained what the grant application is for.  Mr. Chavez asked if their event was affected by the postponement. Treasurer Troutner replied no.
Ms. Swetland explained to the Board that $2,000 will cover service contracts and pay for the facility rental.

B. Group Travel Proposal
Treasurer Troutner proposed the Group Travel policies to the Board.
Noting that the Board is not going to fund for ground transportation, Mr. Waterfield asked if someone is renting a car to get to a conference, is the Board going to cover only for the days it took to get to and return from the conference. Mr. Haller explained to the Board that they should only fund the car rental to the conference and back. Any driving in between should be the student’s responsibility. The Board agreed with Mr. Haller.

Mr. Waterfield asked if the Board is paying for a rental car, are they covering for mileage as well. Mr. Haller replied no. Mileage is covered only for personal auto use. Treasurer Troutner also reported that mileage reimbursement rate went down. 

Treasurer Troutner asked the Board if they want to fund gasoline costs. Mr. Haller replied that this is part of the cost of renting and automobile and it should be covered for the trip to the conference site and back. 

Mr. Haller asked of lodging was included. Treasurer Troutner replied that he wanted to do transportation first and then cover lodging.
