Mr. Chavez explained that the Board has not officially chosen a faculty representative but there is one here today. He then introduced Dr. Pat Kearney. She is a Professor of Communications Studies and current Chair of the University Resources Council.

6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. Latina Connection Conference- Hermanas Unidas
Ms. Ventura explained to the Board that this conference will be the 8th annual conference where Latina students connect with other students and faculty members to encourage Latina retention and persistence in college. She also added that this is a great opportunity to meet with other students on campus. 

Mr. Chavez asked what the purpose of this conference is. Ms. Ventura replied that the purpose was to encourage Latina students to network with other students as well as faculty on campus about mentorship and empowerment. 

Senator Denila asked why they missed the deadline to present in the spring. Ms. Ventura replied that another committee sponsored this conference last year.

Treasurer Troutner clarified to the Board the reason for this not being a normal allocation process. Dr. Moreno-Alcaraz explained that Hermanas Unidas this year is putting on this event and Lambda Theta Alpha sponsored this event last year. 

Senator Denila asked if Ms. Ventura did the event last year. Ms. Ventura replied that she had participated and this was the first time she is going to be hosting it. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if they are going to be putting on this event with Lambda Theta Alpha. Dr. Moreno- Alcaraz replied that they will be contacting them to see if they would like to help out. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if there are going to be volunteers helping out at this event. Ms. Ventura replied that most of them are volunteers and they also donate supplies.

Dr. Pat Kearney asked about the expected audience of this event. Ms. Ventura replied they were expecting about 150 people and added that 5 hours are going to be dedicated to the faculty workshops. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if the program supplies were integral to the programs’ success and added that they need to distinguish between binders, t-shirts, etc. Ms. Ventura replied in the affirmative adding that t-shirts will encourage communication between volunteers and will be easier to distinguish volunteers.

Mr. Haller asked how Mr. Davis arrived at that amount. Mr. Davis replied that it would not undercut the benefits of the event and also added that if t-shirts were given simply to distinguish between volunteers that there are other ways to distinguish such as name tags. 

Mr. Chavez suggested voting no on the amount for $950. 

Dr. Kearney asked about the application process for the grant. Troutner explained the application process to Dr. Kearney.

B. Wall Street Prep Seminar- MBA Association 

Mr. Otoski explained to the Board that the Wall Street Prep Seminar is a financial boot camp and they come to the school for one day training for financial statement modeling in Excel and it is an excellent resume builder. He also added that this course is taught at the most prestigious business schools such as Harvard, Yale, and Cornell and it will enhance the MBA program at CSULB. He also added that only 50 people will be attending this event and the focus is on CSULB students. He explained the use of the grant money. He stated that the first 10 people to sign up will automatically get $50 off the registration fee, which is $149.  

Mr. Haller asked who will be conducting this seminar. Mr. Otoski replied that Wall Street Prep will be conducting the seminar.

Treasurer Troutner asked if only 50 people can attend. Mr. Otoski replied yes. 

Dr. Kearney asked how he heard about this seminar. Mr. Otoski replied that he heard it through word of mouth and thought it would be a really great course to bring to CSULB. Dr. Kearney asked why the department isn’t offering a similar course to it. Mr. Otoski replied that he does not know but will ask the department. Dr. Kearney also asked if there are certified faculty members that can teach the same training. Mr. Otoski replied that he is not aware but he will ask the department. 

(M) Chavez (S) Farooqui to approve the amount of $300 to MBA Wall Streets Prep Seminar.

Dr. Kearney asked Mr. Chavez why he decided that amount. Mr. Chavez replied that he feels that there is a need for academics and it would be useful to the student body. Dr. Kearney disagreed for the need and believes that it should be incumbent on their faculty to teach this content in their courses. 

Mr. Davis stated that he likes the program and feels that students are given an initiative to gain additional skills and it supports  academic preparation. 
Treasurer Troutner added that the total of this grant would be $1,490 and they are only requesting $500 and the difference on the motion is $200. 

(M) Troutner (S) Davis to amend the amount from $300 to $500 for Wall Street Pre Seminar. 

Mr. Chavez stated that there is a limited impact and the scope is too narrow to fully fund. 
Senator Farooqui replied that it will help the event. 

Dr. KearneyMr. Haller suggested that he feels like this grant is  simply providing marketing for Wall Street Prep. 

Senator Denila asked if we can give $10 off all 50 people instead of the first 10 people. Treasurer Troutner replied that there is no guarantee that they will get all 50 people.

7. STUDENT TRAVEL FUND APPLICATIONS

Ms. Haase and Ms. Mana explained to the Board that they will be presenting posters at this conference on her current research project dealing with the female rat brain to control sexual receptivity and neurotransmitter expressions.   

C. Society for Neuroscience Conference- Kody Franklin
D. Society for Neuroscience Conference- Kathryn Noboro

Mr. Franklin and Ms. Noboro explained to the Board that their project that is being presented at the conference will be a similar project to Ms. Haase and Ms. Mana except they will be focusing on the hormones and how the brain affects their sexual drive. 

E. Society for Neuroscience Conference- Nayna Sanathara

F. Society for Neuroscience Conference- Martin Vignovich

Ms. Sanathara and Mr. Vignovich explain to the Board that their project being presented at the conference will be more focused on the neuron circuit that leads to the sexual expression. 

Treasurer Troutner explained to all applicants that the Board cannot accept requests for $900 and it has to be up to $450 per request and pointed out that since Justine Haase’s travel expenses add up to $435 the Board will only be able to cover that amount of her travel expense at the most. 

Ms. Mana asked if it could be $900 per 2 applicants. Treasurer Troutner replied yes it can. 

Treasurer Troutner explained to the Board that due to insufficient funds they cannot fund all 6 applicants. 

Senator Denila asked if they are asking $900 per 2 applicants. Treasurer Troutner replied yes they are. 

Dr. Kearney asked what will occur if the Board cannot fund. Treasurer Troutner replied if the Board passes the motion to fund then that means that the Board cannot fund anyone else for the remainder of the fall semester and explained that the Board has already funded 4 conferences that have taken up half the money.
Dr. Kearney asked if the department can help with the funding. Treasurer Troutner replied that Student Life and Development does fund requests of up to $400 each.

Dr. Kearney asked if the Board gets a lot of proposals all semester long. Mr. Haller replied that it is consistent. Mr. Chavez adds that it is at least one per week. 

Mr. Haller stated that any little bit helps for students traveling and suggested that if the Board can grant air travel perhaps the students can fund ground travel. 

Treasurer Troutner asked if he can give them partial funding and students can divide it up. Mr. Haller replied that it is a possibility. 

Senator Farooqui asked if they can give $350 per 2 applicants which will add up to $2100. 

Mr. Chavez asked if the Board had to do the motions individually. Treasurer Troutner replied it would be easier to give one lump sum, but thata block grant is not allowed. 

(M) Designee Davis (S) Chavez to approve $200 per applicant.

Mr. Davis explained to the Board that although it is not enough money any little bit helps and also allows enough money for the rest of the semester.

Mr. Chavez concurred with Mr. Davis.

Dr. Kearney asked if the Student Travel Funds are for conferences. Treasurer Troutner replied its not only to go to conferences; they must take an active part of the conference and present research. He also added that there is a competitive process by which applicants get chosen. 

Mr. Haller added that the Student Life and Development grants will pay for travel, lodging, meals, etc. 

8. STUDENT UNDERGRADUATE REASEARCH FUND

There were none.
9. REPORTS

A. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Troutner reported that the current year unallocated fund has a summer balance of $10,416 that is being held in reserve, a fall balance of $10,323 and the spring balance reduced to $6,376. The total was  $27,115. The Student Travel fund for fall was $2,165 and added that the balance will be reduced to $965 due to this week’s presentations. The spring balance is $4,500, and the total available for Facility Fee Reductions is is $9,000.

B. Senate Representative’s Report

Senator Denila reported that the Senate approved a by-law amendment to change the number necessary to  override  a President’s veto from ¾ of the Senate to 2/3 of the Senate. The amendment bring Chapters 1 & 2 of the Bylaws into compliance. She also added that the Senate elected a new representative for the Student Media Board. 

C. Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Haller introduced new staff member Mr. Martiz Ware, who is the Director of Administrative Services. He discussed Mr. Ware’s experience and the significant impact he is already having here at CSULB. Mr. Haller also reported that the October 2, 2008 census of CSULB students indicated there are 37,890 students at CSULB. The surplus enrollment will result in additional fee income. 

Mr. Davis asked where the additional funding goes. Mr. Haller replied that the funds are placed in a Transfer to Reserves account, but the Board can decide to allocate the money if they see fit. 

Mr. Haller also reported that ASI is in the process of moving all of its bank accounts to Wells Fargo bank. He reported that ASI’s investment bank, City National Bank sent out a message stating that they do not have sub-prime mortgage and are well capitalized. Mr. Haller also reported that City National Bank was rated among the top 3 banks in Southern California by Los Angeles Times.
Mr. Haller reported that the audit reports were distributedto the Board of Control members and that he will be reviewing it next week.  

Mr. Haller reported that the ASI investment statement for September reports asset depreciation of $36,000 and noted that the asset allocation is now favoring fixed income. He stated that management will be discussing investment strategy with the firm in the near future. 

Mr. Haller reported that there will be more discussions dealing with the ASI’s liability for post retirement healthcare benefits and noted this will also be agenized for the Board. Mr. Haller reported that there will be a request to transfer the Soroptomist House to the Student Union so that it will be easier to fund its deferred maintenance. 
Mr. Haller reported that the some of the student who don’t pay student fees or CSU fees  are the children of CSU employees. He noted thatthey are trying to get reimbursement from the university for these fee waivers. Mr. Davis asked if that is something the university pays for. Mr. Haller replied yes.
Mr. Haller reported that he is getting back to writing policy statements and will soon be presenting more policies for revision. Mr. Haller also reported that Scott Christopherson-Schorn is willing to work with ASI by checking the attendance of AS-funded events held in the Student Union to see if they are successful or not in attaining their estimated head count. 

Mr. Haller also reported that Grant Utilization Report for prior fiscal year shows that 87% of funds allocated are actually used. 

10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS
There were none.

11. NEW CORPORATE BUSINESS

A. College of Health and Human Services- College Council Allocation Summary
Treasurer Troutner explained to the Board that Alpha Phi Sigma’ event with alumni is for social networking with colleagues who informally speak about job opportunities and that this networking is a  requirement to meet national accreditation for full member status. 

(M) Chavez (S) Farooqui to approve the College of Health and Human Services College Council Allocation Summary.

Mr. Davis reminded the Board about the policy against funding for mixers and that it is inconsistent. 

Senator Denila asked what the $500 is for. Treasurer Troutner replied that there is no representative to tell the Board that information. 

Senator Denila asked if they have to go through the College Council. Treasurer Troutner explained the process of the approval.
B. College of Education Student Assembly
Treasurer Troutner explained to the Board that there is currently $8,547 remaining for College of Education funding and their request is for $8,133.

Treasurer Troutner allowed time for the Board to run-through items on the document. 

Mr. Davis asked if some of these items would go under the same category as Week of Welcome. Treasurer Troutner replied that it would not go under the same category. Mr. Haller added that it does not go under the same category because they do not recruit members.

(M) Chavez (S) Designee Davis to approve the College of Natural Sciences and Mathematics Allocation Summary.

D. Affinity Discussion

Treasurer Troutner explained to the Board that T-Mobile wants to establish as affinity agreement with ASI  that will give students discounts equipment, activating service, and monthly recurring charges. Treasurer Troutner also added that it would be a non-exclusive contract.
Mr. Chavez asked if the Board has to give an official vote on the matter. Treasurer Troutner replied no it is only a request to pursue the non-exclusive contract. Mr. Haller added that they are still going to negotiate with T-Mobile.  
Mr. Davis suggested a Verizon contact. Mr. Haller replied that they have made calls to Verizon but there is no response thus far. 

E. Beach Pride Funding Agreement Addendum

Treasurer Troutner explained to the Board that representatives from Athletics have met with him and Treasurer Troutner feels comfortable with what they are planning to do. Mr. Chavez asked if they are zeroing the amount for capital improvement projects. Treasurer Troutner replied no and that they are also asking alumni and professional athletes for donations. 
(M) Chavez (S) Designee Davis to approve the the addendum.

Dr. Kearney stated that they rely on scholarships and that these scholarships are important to them. 
12. VOLUNTARY CLOSING COMMENTS

Mr. Davis suggested that in the future he would like to have a policy concerning the funding of the mixer so that it will stay consistent. 

Mr. Chavez stated that if the grant application states that it is an integral to program success the Board needs to know what is appropriate and also added that it is subjective. Treasurer Troutner replied that he will ask for an inclusive list.

Mr. Haller suggested that it would be best to have a list of what is not allowed.  Mr. Chavez concurred. Mr. Haller also stated that most grants he has received in the past have very little restrictions on how money is spent as long as the project is completed.
