6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. Autonomous Aircraft Design Competition- American Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautics
      

Mr. Rodriguez explained to the Board that the group is requesting funds for 50% of costs for an aircraft competition that is held in Georgia. He explained that some funds will be for equipment used to make aircraft such as gas powered vehicles. 

Senator Denila asked if they were sponsored by anyone else because they are only requesting 50% of costs. Mr. Rodriguez replied that they are sponsored and receive a $1,000 grant and have already divided those funds up between all their projects. 
Mr. Chavez asked what was the general idea of equipment purchases. Mr. Rodriguez replied that the equipment purchases consisted of hardware such as radio, building material, etc.
Treasurer Troutner asked if they have applied for a grant from their college council. Mr. Rodriguez replied that they did but was applying for another type of project.


Mr. Davis asked if they approached the College of Engineering Dean for funds. Mr. Rodriguez replied that that is their next step. 


Mr. Chavez asked if the total amount was a reasonable amount that is usually used for these types of projects. Mr. Rodriguez replied that it is and they don’t like to buy cheap equipment, more mid-grade material, so that they don’t have to keep replacing them.  


Mr. Haller asked if the Board only gives them $903 will they be able to build it.  Mr. Rodriguez replied yes. 


Mr. Davis replied that they have not approached the college yet about a grant. 


Treasurer Troutner assured the Board that he will inform them about their other option if they need more funding.

A. Treasurer’s Report

      Treasurer Troutner reported that the current year unallocated fund has a summer balance of $10,416 held as reserve, fall balance of $2,394 and the spring balance was reduced to $4,049 which totals $16,859. The Student Undergraduate fund still remains at $10,000. The Student Travel fund for fall was reduced to $1,319, spring is $4,500, and the total for the Facility Fee is $8,685. He explained to the Board that he has not agenized the allocation of summer 08 balance but will soon. Treasurer Troutner reported that he has received a lot of emails about post event assessment report and has sent out an email to Jeff Klaus (Director of Student Life & Development) that anyone who has received funding must turn in a post event assessment report and if they do not turn one in their funds will be frozen.

Mr. Waterfield asked if the facility fee reductions were for more than one event. Treasurer Troutner replied that it was for Chicano Chicano outreach funded from CYUF.

B. Senate Representative’s Report

                        Senator Denila reported that they passed both the Campus Safety and Textbook Rental Resolutions; they also appointed a new representative to the Isabel Patterson Center and appointed a new senator.

Treasurer Troutner asked if there were any recommendations on the textbook rental fee. Mr. Chavez replied that they urged them to lower their 40% to 35% and went over guidelines such as late fees, etc. Also to be willing to adjust rules as needed.
