6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. Fraternity Sports- Interfraternity Council (Item from Meeting #12)
Mr. Valencia explained to the Board that the Interfraternity Council sports league provides friendly competition, social atmosphere, a team builder, and opens lines of communication.  He also added that in past years this league was funded from intramural sports, and this year it is not funded because of budget cuts. 
Mr. Waterfield asked who participates in the league. Mr. Valencia replied fraternities from the campus and nine teams participate.

Senator Farooqui asked if this event is held on campus. Mr. Valencia replied yes it is held on campus. 

Senator Denila asked if a prize is given out to winners. Mr. Valencia replied that a cup is awarded to the best team by the amount of point they receive. He also explained that points are awarded both academically and athletically.

Mr. Waterfield asked why they can’t compete in the regular intramurals. Mr. Valencia replied that it is thought of as a tradition therefore, Interfraternity Council keeps it as a separate league.  

Senator Denila asked how much money each fraternity contributes to the league. Mr. Valencia replied $100 per semester. 

Mr. Waterfield asked the Board if they can consider a program that is not open to all students. Mr. Valencia suggested that its can be discussed if an outside organization wants to compete.
Ms. Taylor asked if they have received ASI funds before. Mr. Valencia replied that he is not aware of any.

Mr. Waterfield asked about the fundamental question of whether the Board can fund a program if it is not open to all students. Mr. Haller explained that at some point of the process being that anyone can join a fraternity it is open. 

Ms. Taylor added that the reason that the Board funds competitions is so that they can bring back honors and awards that are good for the student body. She also advised that the Board has to be careful on what is qualified for funding. 

Mr. Waterfield expressed his concern as to where does this situation fall. He explained that if it is exclusive then it is not allowed but if they let outside organizations participate then it is ok to fund and that is where the Board needs to concentrate on. 
Senator Denila recalls an event where it was funded by the Board during the summer for a Greek organization to members only conference. 

Senator Farooqui suggested to the Board to lean towards approving the funding because it is open to everyone to watch and fraternity members are CSULB students. Ms. Taylor replied that although it is open for everyone to watch how the audience benefits from that.

Senator Denila asked how much funding was needed for the whole thing. Mr. Valencia replied around $3,000.

Mr. Haller asked how it was paid for. Mr. Valencia replied that he does not know.

Mr. Waterfield asked if the income that comes from the student fees when it is reported in the actual value and it is lower how is it budgeted. Mr. Haller replied that the budget subsidiary will receive fee income.

Ms. Taylor clarified that the fee income is given to the state until it is earned by the organization.

Senator Denila asked if this is the budget report for one month. Mr. Haller replied that it is in three month increments.

Mr. Davis asked if the over enrollment is included in this budget. Mr. Haller replied that it will show up in next report.
