6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. LGBT Diversity Week 2009- Queer Ink
Mr. Cabrera and Ms. Pham explained to the Board that diversity week is during the week of April 16-18 with workshops such as human development, sex orientation and exploration of sex, gender and gender identity, racial and socioeconomic status. Mr. Cabrera also explained some of the collaborators in this event are LGBT, Student Life Development, and Psychology. Mr. Cabrera described to the Board some of the events that are happening throughout the week.
Mr. Chavez asked where they attained those figures on facility rental and other costs. Mr. Cabrera replied that these are figures from last year’s leader of the club.

Senator Denila asked if there was a reason they didn’t apply for funding during the regular allocation cycle. Ms. Pham replied that they were a little busy and couldn’t get around to it on time. 
Treasurer Troutner asked if they have spoken to the Cabinet to ask if they are donating any funds for this event. Ms. Pham replied that they are unsure and have not asked yet. Mr. Davis added that he told Matt Bates that if they come to BOC and receive funding, then they won’t be able to receive funding from the Cabinet.

Senator Denila asked if there was anyone else who will be sponsoring for this event. Mr. Cabrera replied that Queer Ink and Counseling and Psychological Services will be co-sponsors.
Treasurer Troutner asked what services LGBT is going to be paying for speakers. Ms. Pham replied that they are flying speakers in from the east coast and the cost covers their airfare, hotel and transportation.

Mr. Chavez asked how much does the Board has left to allocate. Treasurer Troutner replied none that the Board is negative $935.  Treasurer Troutner suggested that the Board look at these groups individually.

9. REPORTS
A. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Troutner reported that the current year unallocated fund has a summer balance of $6,416 held in reserve, a fall balance of $1,490 and a spring balance of $(935) which totals $6,971. The Student Undergraduate fund still remains at $10,000. The Student Travel fund for fall was reduced to ($1,319), spring is $4,500, and the total for the Facility Fee is $8,685.
Treasurer Troutner reported that he has been looking at the Post-Event Assessment Reports and a majority of clubs are spending their grants but there are a few that are not. As a result, BOC will have some extra money from rollbacks. Treasurer Troutner asked the Board how they will want to go about the assessment reports.  Mr. Haller suggested that the BOC go over individual reports. 
Treasurer Troutner also explained to the Board that he will have a question on the back of the report on how to make that event better or utilize the money more efficiently.

Treasurer Troutner also reported to the Board that he sat down with VP Doug Robinson and discussed what is going on with the Beach Pride Agreement and that he had not received any further information, only the budget. He has since met with Athletics and now has a better idea of what is going on.

B. Senate Representative’s Report

Senator Denila reported to the Board that they went through six resolutions at the last meeting, including two regarding investments signature cards. 
Mr. Chavez reported that they postponed the one resolution regarding G.E. patterns and will go over the proposal on mobile service devices at the next meeting.
C. Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Haller reminded the Board that he had distributed the Treasurer’s Financial Summary report last week. He proceeded to review the report with the Board. 
Mr. Chavez asked what was the majority of the budget for the Senate. Treasurer Troutner replied that it was mostly stipends.

Mr. Haller added that ASI has received a $40,000 grant from the California Department of Conservation to launch a recycling program in the Residence Halls.  

Mr. Haller reported to the Board that the Child Development Center audit is done and has notified the Senate Audit Committee that there will be a short meeting tomorrow.  
Mr. Chavez asked if the policy exempting college councils from roll backs ever took place. Treasurer Troutner explained that the policy gave college councils the ability to reallocate funds within their own college.

12. VOLUNTARY CLOSING COMMENTS

Mr. Chavez announced to the Board that he appreciated Mr. Haller assistance in keeping this Board on task. 

Treasurer Troutner announced to the Board that CJSA had questions regarding BOC’s knowledge of its agency account balance. He reminded the Board that it is against policy to consider agency account balances when allocating grants. 
Treasurer Troutner also added the there is a student club call SMIF. It is an investment club. The 49er shops are utilizing their services. He asked the Board if they are okay with listening to their presentation for the investment of AS funds. Mr. Haller asked if the Board wants to give them the entire investment portfolio or just invest some new funds with them. Treasurer Troutner replied that it is his understanding that they have not lost a lot of money in the past ten years, and it is up to the discretion of the Board.
