Senator Blowers reported that at last week’s Senate meeting, they passed an amendment for cabinet positions and the Resolution for College Affordability Act of 2008. They also confirmed a secretary position.  
C. Executive Director’s Report
Mr. Haller reported that he clarified investment policy last week. Investment of student union funds is more restrictive pursuant to the California Education Code. Because we received student union funds up front they are considered state funds.  Ms. Taylor is looking into talking with Mr. Edwards about revising the manner in which student union funds are remitted to ASI. Mr. Haller is submitting a proposal to HRC to reclassify the Staff Accountant to Accounting Manager and rewording the job description for the new Director of ASI Administrative Services position. They are in the process on planning elections, and he is more involved this year because of the transition from paper ballots to online voting (Big Pulse USA, Inc.). He is working on sending out a message to students who have holds preventing their email accounts from being released to third parties. They are also working on a back-up system of provisional voting. He also reported that ASI has hired Christina Esparza, a CSULB alumna and former editor for the Daily 49er, as the new Communications Coordinator. 
10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS 

A. Tierra de Oro – La Raza Student Association (Item from Meeting #21)
La Raza Student Association requested $1,984; the recommended amount is $1,381.

Legacy gives specific groups a priority but not a guarantee of funding. The real benefit is name recognition. They are working with Communications to create a logo they can put on flyers stating that they are an ASI Legacy Event.  Before the start of each budget cycle, BOC will determine if they want Legacy Events and which events would qualify.  Right now they are working on incorporating these provisions into the Policy on Student Organization Grants. Groups will need to open an agency accountwith the A.S. Business Office, so that BOC can confirm information regarding the deposit of program revenues. They will take groups case by case before the start of each budget cycle.
