6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. Lavender Graduation- Delta Lambda Phi

Mr. Nishida explained to the Board that this event is a cultural commencement ceremony, acknowledging LGBT graduates and their heterosexual allies of all races and ethnicities. This event will celebrate student achievements and contributions as they matriculate from the university. They are using this event as an outreach and development opportunity for the campus community. This event will proclaim CSULB as a safe space for all students, faculty and staff. The event is a collaboration with on-campus and off-campus organizations. 

Mr. Haller asked if there will be a speaker or entertainment at this event. Mr. Nishida replied yes there will be two speakers, a harpist and also graduates will speak as well. 

Mr. Chavez asked how they based expense categories. Mr. Nishida replied that most of the expenses were based off of what they paid the previous year. There were also quotes for some tassels and sashes as well. 

Treasurer Troutner asked about honoraria. Mr. Nishida replied that the money for the honoraria is for a couple of speakers, filming crew, and also a sign language interpreter.

B. Platanos and Collard Greens- African Student Union & Latino Student Union 

Mr. Valenzuela explained to the Board this event is a way to bring the African American and Latino community together with comedy that tactfully addresses stereotypes, prejudices and urban myths existing between these two cultures within the context of hip-hop, humor, and satire. The play impels the audience to evaluate pervasive stereotypes. 

Mr. Haller asked who the performers are for this event. Mr. Valenzuela replied that they are the actual cast members from the production. 

Senator Denila asked if this performance is only taking place for one night. Mr. Valenzuela replied yes. 

Mr. Chavez reminded the Board that because the request is over $3,000, it must be deliberated by the Board of Control for two meetings.

7. STUDENT TRAVEL FUND APPLICATION

A. National Association of School Psychologists Annual Convention- Joan Kim
Ms. Kim explained to the Board that there is an organization called NASP, and it holds an annual convention at which she will be presenting her Master’s thesis about disciplining children with disabilities.  She explained that it will benefit her career, and will provide collaboration with other students and professors in her field as well as offer her personal growth.

Ms. Swetland asked if she will be sharing ground transportation with William Rime. Ms. Kim replied yes.

Mr. Haller asked if she is currently enrolled as a student at CSULB. Ms. Kim replied yes.

8. STUDENT UNDERGRADUATE RESEARCH FUND

There were none. 

9. REPORTS

A. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Troutner reported that the current year unallocated fund has a fall ‘08 balance of $2,394 and the spring balance was $24,949 due to the roll-overs that were received. The Student Undergraduate fund still remains at $10,000. The Student Travel fund for fall was $481, spring is $4,981, and the total remaining for the Facility Fee Reduction is $8,685. There are 4 eight-hour waivers for the Carpenter Performing Arts Center left. He also reported that next week’s meeting will have a presentation regarding the Beach Pride Agreement and the following week will feature a presentation from SMIF.  He added that a few more Post Event Assessment Reports have been trickling in. He suggested to the Board that College Councils submit the majority of the allocation summaries at the end of the Spring 09 semester. He feels that the Board knows what to look for more now than they did at the beginning of their term.  He does not want the same situation to happen to the incoming Board next year. He asked the Board for any suggestions. 

Mr. Haller suggested that SLD be a part of the discussion group and for Mr. Troutner to attend one of their staff meetings. 

Senator Denila explained to the Board that they are putting pressure on the old officers but also thinks it is necessary because they know the events and how to fill out their grant applications. Treasurer Troutner thinks that during Spring Allocations, he will project the post assessment reports for everyone to view. 

Mr. Haller concurred with Senator Denila regarding non-academic groups, but said there are very few traditional programs produced by the College Councils.
Mr. Davis explained to the Board that it is very volatile and knows that there is a big problem with money not being used. H would want to meet with SLD to explain that student organizations can’t spend $1,000 for food or $2,000 for a mixer for example.

Treasurer Troutner explained to the Board that this was the idea that concerned him and was using the allocation for the college of the arts as an example of poor spending. 

Treasurer Troutner asked Mr. Haller if the Student Undergraduate Research Fund is not allocated by the end of the year can the Board re-allocate it. Mr. Haller replied yes.

Treasurer Troutner informed the Board that he will bring it forth to the Board if this situation arises. 

Mr. Chavez asked Treasurer Troutner if there were any funds left from Summer ’08. Treasurer Troutner replied that it is already calculated in the amount.

B. Senators Representative’s Report

Senator Denila Reported to the Board they have postponed the smoking resolution. The Senate had a first reading for a resolution disproving cuts and delays for the Cal Grant B recipients. They also approved a first reading of a resolution on clicker standardization. 

C. Executive Director’s Report
Mr. Haller reported to the Board that headcount as of yesterday is 34, 590 students and is 242 students shy of the amount projected. He passed out to the Board the Statement of Operations from December 31 and wants the Board to look over it. He also reported that the Board of Elections has been meeting and have a finalized an elections calendar for next semester. They have made a lot of changes to the handbook, adding a lot more clarity to the processes.

Mr. Chavez asked why there is one freshman applicant per college that was admitted. Mr. Haller reported that these are probably special cases because the university does not admit freshman applicants in Spring. 

Senator Denila asked why other people were accepted. Mr. Haller replied that they are most likely transfer students. He said to keep in mind that last semester we were over-enrolled. The university is trying to make up for that this semester. 

Concerning the statement of operations, Treasurer Troutner asked how could the Mascot be involved in revenue generation. Mr. Haller replied that it anticipated money from contributions.

Mr. Davis noted the Book Grants on the statement of operations. He was wondering if the Board can see how much of it was actually used. Mr. Haller replied that we do give them a check, and he can have EOP report back to the Board about how the funds are distributed.

Treasurer Troutner asked why the statement of operations shows $1,000 of the SURF being allocated.  Mr. Haller replied that he does not know. It might be one from last year, He will take a look at it.
10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS

A. Club Sports and Recreation-Triathlon Team (Item for Meeting #17)
Treasurer Troutner explained to the Board why the “Error” message and two “OFF’s” came up on the application. For equipment purchases the Board only matches funds. Anytime the refreshments amount requested is over 20%, the “OFF” will come up. 

Senator Denila asked what the $2,000 profit from the event will go. Mr. Farfan replied that it will help with a competition that will be held in Texas so that they will not have to come to ASI asking for more funds. 

Treasurer Troutner explained to Mr. Farfan that this will be either approved or denied at the next meeting because it exceeds $3,000.

11. NEW CORPORATE BUSINESS

A. Policy on Shared Governance
Mr. Davis explained to the Board that the policy revisions seek to coordinate the student representatives and the procedures on how to fill vacancies and terminations. The new Section 3 provides for a Committee on Shared Governance, which will participate in appointments, terminations, filling student representative vacancies. He also added under Forms, a Student Representatives Report. 

Mr. Haller explained his concern that, as currently worded, the committee created by this policy could take over all appointments. He noted on page 4 that the three bullets need to be there, although they are poorly worded and suggested rewording them. Under section 3 he thinks the policy needs to specify the purpose of the committee, rather than saying “as granted in Section 2.” Mr. Haller also explained his concern to Mr. Davis about appointing people to search committees and asked if he wanted to keep that power with the AS President. Mr. Davis explained that he did not know how to exactly word it so that he was not taking away any power from anyone and giving it to the committee. He suggested working together on that. 

Mr. Haller just suggested that Mr. Davis be specific on which committee has the authority to do what. Mr. Haller asked what the rationale was for including the Dean of Students or designee under the committee membership. He questioned why a non-student would be given the power to appoint students to student government positions. Mr. Davis noted that it is a non-voting position. 
Ms. Swetland suggested that the three of them and Mr. Chavez sit down and discuss this. Mr. Haller replied yes. Treasurer Troutner postponed this item at the discretion of the Board with no objections. 
12. VOLUNTARY CLOSING COMMENTS

Senator Farooqui announced to the Board that this will be his last BOC meeting he will be attending because of his class that starts at 5:30.

13. ADJOURNMENT

Treasurer Troutner adjourned this meeting at 5:09 p.m.
