The Recycling center is doing well, and as of January 31st they have exceeded the annual budget for non-taxable sales. They are increasing volume, utilization and number of materials they are recycling. Recycling Coordinator Lee Johnson is estimating that they will not need the subsidy but asks rather than returning the subsidy to ASI, the Center be allowed to keep it and place $50,000 into a contingency fund for future economic uncertainty with the remaining balance going toward capital improvements at the Center.
