Therefore, for the 2008-2009, they will have to abide by the policy and turn in a score sheet and evaluations for all grants. 
She reminded the BOC that next Tuesday and Thursday, the meetings will run from 3:30-6:00 p.m., and grant hearings will start at 4:00.

B. Senate Representative’s Report 
Senator Blowers reported that Senate approved the budget for a 2nd reading, they approved the resolution to change the compensation plan, they confirmed a conservation commissioner, and they saw a presentation from Dave Edwards about the Student Recreational & Wellness Center.

C. Executive Director’s Report
Mr. Haller reported that over 4,400 people voted during last week’s elections, making it the 2nd highest election in the last 5 years. Elections are complete with the exception of a vice president runoff until Tuesday night, and they are meeting Wednesday morning to certify results. He reported that he will present the rollback report next week, the budget is coming along in the Senate’s hands, and an amendment he submitted is scheduled for approval tomorrow.

A. Student Travel Fund Transfer
Treasurer McClinton informed the BOC that there is only $280 left, and recommended transferring $3000.
