A. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer McClinton reported on the grant request regarding Sigma Alpha Iota. She spoke to the representative and asked for details, but based on the description it is basically a banquet.

B. Senate Representative’s Report 
Senator Blowers reported that at the Senate meeting on March 26 they got a new senator for the Health and Human Services, they approved an amendment to amend senate office hours from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. 
C. Executive Director’s Report
Mr. Haller reported that at the last meeting he was asked to estimate if we will finish the year in a deficit or a surplus regarding the budget. According to the trend analysis, the surplus is at a low end of $139179 to an upward of $352502. We still have a retained earnings fund for Beach Pride and the Student Organization, and are in discussion of eliminating those and putting it all into the retained earnings fund. 

Mr. Moore asked if there is a policy on amounts they should try to set, and Mr. Haller stated that 5% of projected expenditures that are not subsidized by a fee, and all reserve balances are satisfied.
10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS
A. LGBT Diversity Week – Alpha Phi Omega (Item from Meeting #26)
Alpha Phi Omega requested $1988; the recommended amount is $1630.

C. 2008-2009 Proposed Operating Budget - Approval
Mr. Haller distributed the budget to the BOC. He explained that we can expect an asset appreciation of 0-2% on stocks, 2-6% on bonds, an income of 1% on stocks and a 4% increase on bonds, and a total return of 1-10%. He explained that based on what brokers have told them, they are going with the worst case scenario and will not include asset appreciation in the budget. Based on the schedule of major budget adjustments, there is a big decrease in revenue which will bring us own to a minimal total return. We will receive dividend from workers compensation, including contribution from 49er shops and the rest will be cuts and reductions which will include eliminating the development office, eliminating the ASI Archives project, reduce ASI subsidy for board elections and reduce funding for government operations.
Mr. Chavez asked about the ASI Archives project, and Mr. Haller explained that the student assistants will probably be moved to other jobs, and the current archives will be saved in storage.

Mr. Moore stated that he’s getting concerned about the reserves, surplus, and retained earnings. He mentioned that we need to continue to think about expenses in revenues.

They plan to purchase a security booth, since right now the cash operation is out in the open and has had thefts in the past. They would like to purchase a portable pre-fabricated security booth, which estimated cost is $10,000. The second need is for a new office trailer. The current one was purchased in 1992. The new trailer will come with office space, a common area, bathroom with shower and a storage room. The estimated cost is $37,000.The long term plan is to put a facility center there.
