C. Executive Director’s Report
Mr. Haller distributed the Grant Expenditure Report for nine months ending on March 31, 2008, and he stated that the Board should be expecting about $10,471.16 rolled back. He stated that his only concern was with the Latino Student Welcome and their unspent amount of $1471.

Ms. Taylor asked how we determine these rollbacks, and Treasurer McClinton stated that she sends out e-mails to Student Life and Development advisors asking them to turn in receipts and allotments.

10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS
A. I Speak German Without an Accent!: The Identity of Afro-Germans
Item postponed.
B. Department Budget Adjustment – Long Beach Union (Item from Meeting #30)
Mr. Trapper and Ms. Cicero from the LB Union stated that the LB Union has been growing, and last year they had an aggressive group of students that brought in lots of advertising, and the budget from last year allowed them to increase revenue and expenses. This year, due to economic issues getting in the way, they have lost long time advertisers, and general bills have gone up for the Union. They are requesting a Department Budget Adjustment to go forward with the last 2 issues. They are aware of their troubles; they have cut an issue out, and stopped spending money in other categories. In previous years, LB Union’s revenue hit $19,000, $30,000, and $40,000, and this year’s goal was $55,000, but they didn’t make it.

Dr. Moore asked what the subsidy has been. Mr. Haller clarified that this was the lowest it’s been for a while due to advertising.
Mr. Haller asked if there was any other budget where you could pull funds from. Mr. Trapper stated that they usually do, but with K-Beach’s enhancement, they used a little over.

Mr. Haller stated that he has 2 payroll positions kept vacant, so he could pull funds from there.

Ms. Taylor stated that this is an accountability issue. She stated that the paper should stop printing if there are no more funds. Mr. Trapper stated that they are trying to do a service to CSULB, but also they are committed to advertisers and payroll. He also mentioned that he has been handing the budget for several years, but he got sick this year and couldn’t manage it from home.

Dr. Moore stated that we need to come to grips if their subsidy is worth it. He asked in terms of experiences and other classes like journalism, if this is an educational benefit. Mr. Haller stated that this discussion has come up in the past before, but the Union is different from the 49er, and both have distinct philosophies that appeal to different audiences.

The Muslim Student Association will host their yearly spring semester Interfaith Dialogues. They present their faith and talk to other people of other faiths. The Muslim Student Association is requesting $1350.
