6. CURRENT YEAR UNALLOCATED FUND

A. Fall Talent Show- CSULB Gospel Choir

Mr. Haller asked if performers will be students and faculty. Mr. Manos replied that there will be both students and faculty participating.

Mr. Chavez asked if the $75 is going to musicians in the talent show. Mr. Manos replied the $75 is going to the four winners of the talent show.
Treasurer Troutner mentions to Mr. Manos about the outside performers signing contracts for CSULB.

Senator Denila asked if the $75 are going to be paid in a gift card or a check and if a gift card where to.  Mr. Manos replied the $75 will be in a gift card and was not sure where gift cards are going to be purchased. 

Senator Denila also asked if this talent show is new to the program. Mr.Manos replied 

yes it is the first time they have held this event. 

Mr. Chavez asked what the central theme of this talent show will be. Mr. Manos replied there is not much of a theme, it is a process of selection for performers to distinguish what acts are appropriate for the show.

B. Spring Concert – CSULB Gospel Choir

Mr. Chavez asked if the $300 requested is an under projected amount to ask for the event. Mr. Manos replied that many of these performers have volunteered in the past resulting in less funding for the event.

Senator Farooqui asked if the fall talent show winners will also be performing for the spring concert and if winners of the spring concert will also be given $75 gift cards. Mr. Manos replied that there will be no winners for the spring concert and performers from fall will not be performing at the spring concert.

Treasurer Troutner clarifies that the use of the $75 gift cards are for volunteers.

9. REPORTS

A. Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Troutner reported that the current year unallocated fund has a summer balance of $10,416, fall balance is $10,594 and the spring was reduced to $6,651 resulting from last weeks presentations approvals. The total is $27,661. The student travel funds for fall is $3,036, spring $7,536, and the total is $9,000

Treasurer Troutner stated that he still needs to answers regarding Women’s Empowerment Day event.
B. Senate Representative’s Report

Senator Denila reports that Senate goals for the year were approved and they are also doing a second reading for the by-laws section 1 and 2. She added that the Senate heard the GWAR committee presentation given to the academic senate. 

Mr. Chavez added that he is waiting to get feedback from the bookstore on textbook rental policy as well as other campuses feedback. 

Troutner asked about the amount that other campuses charge for the textbook rental. Mr. Chavez replied that he has received feedback from CSUF and SDSU about their price. 

C. Executive Director’s Report

Mr. Haller reported that the Audit is wrapped up and they did not meet last Wednesday because there was not a complete audience but they did reconvene on Friday. He added that there was a discrepancy between the brokers and the auditors. The audit reports were accepted and sent them out. Mr. Haller also stated that there was an audit recommendation that the audit should be reconciled every month instead of a summary report and should also make different accounts. 
Mr. Haller stated that Wachovia went down and was purchased by City Bank and AS funds that were in Wachovia account are slowly being moved into Wells Fargo. 
Mr. Chavez asked if Senators will be receiving a report as well. Mr. Haller replied that they will be doing a presentation report.

Mr. Chavez also asks if Executives will be receiving a report. Mr. Haller replied yes the executives will be getting a report. 

Mr. Chavez also inquires whether they will be overseeing the process of hiring a new auditor. Mr. Haller replied yes there is a process. 

10. OLD CORPORATE BUSINESS
A. Annual Presentation on Internal Controls- Mr. Haller

Mr. Haller presented to the Board various types of fraud within the ASI as well as in internal controls. 
11. NEW CORPORATE BUSINESS

A. Club Sports- Grant Allocation Summary
Ms. Hayes presented to the Board the club sports allocation summary. 

Mr. Davis asked Mr. Haller what was the total of the summary. Mr. Haller replied $140,549.

Mr. Haller asked Ms. Hayes why they didn’t give the presentation before it was due. Ms. Hayes replied that she was unaware she had to give a presentation and did not find out until she noticed that funds were frozen and needed to give this presentation. She also added she looked back at spring spending history and added 5 or 6 more clubs that required more funds. She stated that the clubs are competitive and also do fundraisers so that they don’t solely depend on the funds from ASI. If they see that there are left over funds for a sport they realize that it could have been a result from lack of leadership or that certain sport was not popular. She also stated that they requested adding of 5 new clubs. 

Mr. Davis asked if Salsa is considered a club sport. Ms. Hayes replied that it is also competitive and dance against others hence, has approval as a club. It needs to be provided with instruction and the club knows that it cannot rely on money from the ASI.  She also adds that the club has to function for one whole year before asking ASI for funds. 

Senator Denila asked how many new club sports are there. Ms. Hayes replied that there are 5 new club sports added from the spring.   Senator Denila also asked if the volleyball and the soccer teams compete with other club sports from different universities. Ms. Hayes replied that yes they join a league, enter in tournaments, and they compete with other club sports from different universities.

Mr. Chavez asked how much of the funding do they use. Mr. Haller replied the club sports use all of it.   Mr. Chavez also inquired as to when they return the receipts. Mr. Haller replied that they return it to the business office at the end of the year. 

Ms. Hayes states that the club has to make that money last for 9 months and have to make the money last.
