6.   Public Comments
(a) Rudy Duriez: He is here representing the Acting Public Relations Commissioner, Meli Duque, because she had class.  On Thursday, March 16, there will be a St. Patty’s Bash at the Nugget from 7:30-11:00 pm.  Please wear green and bring your student ID for a free gift.  Secondly, he announced that on Saturday, March 18 at 10:00 am the Conservation Commission would be cleaning the beach at Belmont Shore.  Lastly, he announced that on Tuesday, March 21 is Beach Pride Day.  Meli Duque e-mail address is meli.duque@gmail.com, any questions feel free to e-mail her.  
(b) Matthew Hackenberger: He invited the Board to come to the Up Till Dawn event on March 29, which is sponsored by Saint Jude Hospital.  He asked the Board to bring in 50 names of people who would sponsor Up Till Dawn or Saint Jude Hospital.
(c) Uduak-Joe Ntuk: He shared with the Board that he was the responsible student that filed a case against AS causing a temporary injunction on the 3 days of election until the Handbook is approved.  He felt that it was no simle error and the accountability rests on the Senate and the Vice President.  He also attempted to correct the Vice President of the vote conducted earlier in the meeting to add an emergency item to the agenda. He stated the Education Code was not followed therefore the vote taken is invalid.
(d) Kevin Rhodes: He informed the Board that as Attorney General, Mr. Ntuk is correct in his quotation of the Education Code and he encouraged the Board to reconsider the vote now that more Senators are present.
(e) Hedi Chavez: She shared concerns regarding her resignation and explained that she was engaged and busy planning her wedding.  She urged members to speak with her directly.  
(f) Josh Johnson: He is the Awards and Recognition Commissioner and announced that the committee meetings are on Tuesdays at 5:30 pm in the ASI conference room.  Also he stated that according to the Bylaws he needs to have a representative from each college and asked Senators to help him get the appropriate representation for his commission. 

(g) President F. King Alexander: He stated that a new spending plan was adopted by the CSULB Foundation last week that gives a 4.5% rate return to endowed funds.  Secondly he stated his concern that CSULB relies on 2.5 million dollars in Trio funds.  Lastly he stated that last night himself, Jamie Pollock & Bobby Godina did a late night walk through campus to check on lighting and safety between 10-11:30 pm. He will be making recommendations to Facility Management.
(h) Kim Hinckson: She conveyed to the Board that she was being personally attacked by a member of the Board and it was inappropriate.  She also mentioned that the goal of Senators should not be to embarrass President Pollock but to serve the needs of students.  She asked that members put their personal issues aside and step it up as student leaders.
