the Capitol and Sutter’s

for Trader Joe’s in beautiful East Sac. There she      
developed lifelong friendships with co-workers and         
customers, as well as met the man who is now her 
fiancé. 

Lindsey now works for the University of 
Phoenix, Sacramento Valley Campus.  She is the    
Faculty Liaison in Academic Affairs, working with over 
400 faculty for the campus.
