G. New Business

1. Nomination of co-chairs for 2005-2007: Members who wish to nominate candidates including themselves should e-mail their nominations to Xiaoping by the next meeting on Friday, April 8.  Ballots will be ready for members' voting during that meeting.   

2. Consul Dong's talk on “China-U.S.A. Educational Cooperation: Present and Future”
· Several members signed up for the lunch with the Consul on Tuesday, March 29.  The sign-up sheet will be e-mailed to all committee members.  Deans Dee Abrahamse, Jean Houck, Luis Calingo; and Chairs Hadlock, Robert Chi, John Attinasi will also be invited to the lunch.    

· Linda shared the flyer that she designed for publicizing the talk.  Xiaoping will confirm the Consul's title and coordinate with Linda to finalize the content of the flyer.

3. Delegation from Jiangsu Province, China: Seminar on School Based Professional Development
· Shuhua will hear from the 4-member delegation about their visa applications soon.

· The delegation's campus visit is tentatively scheduled for Wednesday, April 6, with lunch followed by a talk.

4. LBQA funding and proposals

· The following individuals/ groups submitted proposals for funding: (1) John Wang, (2) David Hadlock, Yu Ji and Jay Kvapil, (3) John Attinasi, David Dowell, and Xiaoping Liang, and (4) Shuhua An. 
· Paul distributed “Procedures for Recommending Projects in the People’s Republic of China for Funding by the Long Beach-Qingdao Association Board” and suggested two approaches to proposal recommendation: (1) forwarding every request to LBQA, and (2) forwarding those ranked on the top.  The committee discussed the two approaches and decided to forward every proposal with the committee's recommendations.

· The committee members who submitted proposals recused themselves from the meeting.  Each of the five members who remained in the meeting individually filled out a recommendation form developed by Xiaoping.

· Paul collected the forms and will forward the four proposals and the committee's recommendation to LBQA. 
· Xiaoping will email the ballot to individuals absent from the meeting and individuals who attended the meeting but had to leave early. They can then print the ballot out, complete it, and send it to Paul directly by the coming Friday, March 18. Paul will calculate the ballots. It was decided that the calculation and recommendation will be made without the ballots not received by March 18.
