· International Brown Bag.  Two exchange Chinese students made presentations on Chinese Linguistics study.  The presentation was attended by about 50 faculty, staff, and students.  Fall 2004.

· The celebration of Chinese New Year.  More than 100 faculty, staff and students attended the event.  Spring 2005
