The data



were supplied by the group itself.   These scores come 

from votes taken in 1993.   The 1993 ADA scores have been 

adjusted in two ways.  First, since an abortion vote was 

used by ADA, this vote has been ommitted from our ADA 

score.  Second, unlike ADA, we do not penalize members 

for failure to vote.  Since the ACU (a conservative 


interest group) uses more votes in compiling its index 

than the ADA (thus the distribution of ACU scores should 

be closer to a normal distribution
than ADA scores) we 

should probably use ACU as a measure of ideology when we 

submit the paper to a journal.  Additionally, unlike ADA, 

ACU does not lower the senator's score for failure to 

     vote.  I have contacted the ACU and they are sending me 

their 1992 scores.  However, as the two indicators are 

virtually mirror opposites of each other, the choice of 

an indicator will probably not alter the results in any 

meaningful manner.  Thus the magnitude for ideology 

     should be virtually the same, only the direction (i.e., 

the sign) of the relationship should change.
