In order to obtain the results in Table 1 on page 104 of the 1993 Southeastern Review article regress fourmp on ada, party, leadgp, relect, dukak, medinc, elder and gas.  Fourmp (four most progressive) is the percentage of times (out of four possible votes) that the senator voted in favor of tax legislation to increase the progressivity of federal taxes (i.e., in favor of the Conrad, Harkin, Gore and Levin Amendments).  Some of the other variables in the dataset are:
Boren – senator’s vote on the Boren Amendment (1=yes; 0=no – I believe 

this was a much less progressive, or actually regressive amendment)

Pover – percentage of the state’s families in poverty in 1979

Wealth – either percentage or number (I don’t know which) of top wealth 

holders in the state in 1982 (I’ve long since forgotten how wealthy you needed to be included as a “top wealth holder”)

Union – I believe that the two union variables are the percent of the state’s


workforce that belonged to a union
