LANGUAGE STUDY

June 26 – August 4

Intensive Chinese language study at Peking University, located on the outskirts of Beijing, affords students some of the finest resources and language teaching staff available in China today.  Classes in Elementary, Intermediate and Advanced Chinese meet for four hours every morning, Monday through Friday with 10-15 students in each class.

Weekend excursions in and around Beijing introduce students to the ancient and modern wonders of the city, such as The Great Wall, Forbidden City, Temple of Heaven, etc.  Most universities in the United States will recognize a certificate issued by Peking University at the conclusion of the program to all students who pass their final exam. Check with the Study Abroad department in your school for specific requirements. Tai-chi, Chinese Calligraphy, and Brush Painting will also be offered.

Practice your new Chinese language skills during twelve exciting days of travel with your language teachers as escorts.  Sites and stops include Kunming, Dali, Lijiang, Shangri-la, Suzhou and Shanghai.

Chinese language research, instruction & learning in the United States.  The summer study-travel program at Peking University is one of the major educational exchange programs it offers to scholars and college students in the United States.

Welcome to 2006 Peking University Summer Chinese Program

The Center of Teaching Chinese to Foreigners (CTCF) of Peking University will hold six weeks of classes from June 26th to August 4th. CTCF is one of the best Chinese language teaching institutions in China and has been offering Chinese classes to foreign students for almost 50 years. It is staffed with more than 50 language teachers, many of whom are prominent professors and associate professors in the field.

Summer classes are offered at different levels with ten to fifteen students in each class. You are required to take a placement test at the beginning of the program to determine your class level. Changes can be made during the first week of classes. The curriculum includes Reading/Writing and Speaking/Listening courses. You will be assigned according to your language proficiency level; e.g. one can take the elementary reading class and the intermediate speaking class. Upon request, CLERC will assign a language partner with whom you can practice your Chinese and exchange lessons.  

Classes are held Monday through Friday, four hours a day, followed by a weekly test. CLERC instructors will provide individual tutorial in the afternoon. Students will take a final exam at the end of six weeks. A certificate issued by the University, will be awarded to students who have completed the course with a passing grade.  Most US universities will allow credit for course taken at Peking University to be transferred.    

The dorm is located on the beautiful campus of Peking University. Two students will share an air-conditioned standard room, TV, private bathroom and telephone. A dining room, cafeteria and gym are also located in the dorm complex. The dining room serves both Chinese and American food. Fax and e-mail facilities are available on campus.

Students will participate in organized weekly shows and tours. On Wednesday evenings, movies or stage performances, such as Peking Opera, dancing or acrobatics are scheduled. Saturday excursions include trips to historic landmarks such as the Great Wall, Forbidden City, Ming Tombs, Temple of Heaven, and Summer Palace. Transportation is provided for group activities.

After six weeks of study on campus, you will begin a 12-day tour escorted by a Chinese professor. You'll visit some of China’s best scenic spots, such as Kunming, Dali, Lijiang, Shangri-la, Suzhou and Shanghai. The tour will offer you a chance to learn more about Chinese culture and society. The study-travel program ends in Shanghai.

THINGS YOU NEED TO KNOW

I.  RESERVATIONS

Reservations must be made before May 14, 2006 with a $200.00 non-refundable deposit made payable to CLERC.  The balance is due on or before May 14, 2006.  Please do not delay in making your decision, as space in this program fills up rapidly and is on a first-come, first-served basis.  All cancellations must be in writing and will be effective upon receipt by CLERC. Penalties may apply, please read the terms & conditions carefully.

II.  VISA

Program cost does not include visa.  If you would like CLERC to help you obtain your visa, please send passport, one passport picture, and $60.00 to CLERC before May 14, 2006.  CLERC will return passport with visa by certified mail.  

III. ARRIVING AT PEKING UNIVERSITY

We encourage you to join the group for departure from San Francisco on June 24th.  Please advise CLERC if you want us to book your airline ticket.  The round trip from San Francisco- Beijing-Shanghai-San Francisco is approximately $995.00, based on seat availability.  

IV. HEALTH

Peking University has its own hospital, where students can go to for minor health problems.  For serious medical problems, students should go to Peking Union Hospital or the Sino-German Policlinic, where American doctors are available upon request.  Peking University offers no health insurance coverage.  Depending on whether your current policy will cover your stay in China, you may need to purchase additional health insurance before you travel abroad.  Please check with your insurance carrier for details. 

V. IMMUNIZATIONS

No immunizations are required for entry into China.  Overseas Medical (415) 982-8382 recommends the following 1) Hepatitis A 2) Tetanus 3) Polio 4) Typhoid.  Immunizations should be administered 2 weeks prior to travel.

VI. LIVING IN CHINA – DO’S AND DON’T

1. Electrical: 220 volt is used throughout China. 

2. Eat at the university dining room or in restaurants at good hotels.  Do not eat at small roadside food stands.

3. Drink boiled water, mineral water or soft drinks.  DO NOT drink tap water.

4. Bring your own toilet paper and other essential toiletries when you leave campus; they may not be available in public restrooms.  Daily necessities are available at local stores.

5. DO NOT bring excessive luggage.  Generally one large suitcase, one carry-on, and a backpack should be adequate.  

6. Sports facilities and swimming pools are available at Peking University.  Do not swim in the river or lake on the outskirts of Beijing.

7. Summers are HOT in Beijing and neighboring cities, so t-shirts and shorts are sufficient.  One “dressy” outfit should be enough for the entire program.  You may also want to pack a light jacket or sweater for layering and just a couple of long pants.

8. Bring some medication for flu, sore throat, cough, headache, heatstroke, diarrhea, etc.

9. Shanghai is known for better shopping bargains than Beijing.  If you can resist, wait until the last few days of your trip to do your souvenir shopping.

	PROGRAM INFORMATION, TERMS AND CONDITIONS



	RESERVATIONS AND PAYMENT:

Reservations can be made by letter or fax 60 days prior to departure, with a US $200 deposit made payable to CLERC.  The balance of the payment should be made 45 days prior to departure.  When reservations are made within 45 days prior to departure, full payment should be made upon confirmation of the reservation.

COST:
The cost of the program includes expenses incurred in China 

for transfers, transportation, living accommodations, tuition, registration fees, a meal stipend, and predetermined group sightseeing activities. The cost does not include international airfare, airport taxes, airport construction tax in China, visa, personal and baggage insurance, tips and gratuities, and personal expenses such as excess luggage fees, laundry, postage, communication, or other expenses incurred the by individual.

CANCELLATION AND REFUND POLICY:
CLERC reserves the right to cancel the tour prior to its departure for any reason.  In this event, CLERC will refund any deposits and/or payments without obligation.

In the event of cancellation by the consumer after confirmation of reservation, DEPOSITS ARE NON-REFUNDABLE and NON-TRANSFERABLE.  All cancellations must be in writing and will be effective upon receipt by CLERC.  Refunds will be made according to the following schedule:

No refund will be given to participants who breaks from the planned itinerary.  If the participant requests withdrawal during

the program due to illness or accidents, the refund will be subject to the consent of Peking University. 

	Participants are responsible for obtaining valid travel documents.  No refunds will be given to those participants who are unable to travel with the tour due to failure to obtain such documents.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF ALL PARTIES:

1.  CLERC acts only in the capacity of an agent for participants in transportation, sightseeing and hotel accommodations.  All coupons, receipts and tickets issued by CLERC are subject to the terms and conditions stipulated by the suppliers.  CLERC shall be exempt from any liability for loss or damage to property, injury of persons, accidents, delays, irregularities or other occurrences beyond its control, neither will it be responsible for any loss if the tour itinerary or means and timing of transportation should be changed due to unforeseen circumstances.

2.  Prices are subject to change.  CLERC reserves the right to adjust the listed price at any time should there by an inflation in the exchange rates of Chinese RMB and US dollars or any increase in the cost of whatever portion of the program.

3.  Should weather or other unforeseen circumstances cause delays before the departure date, CLERC reserves the right to postpone or cancel the program and any loss or additional expenses incurred shall be borne by the participants.

4.  During the program, should there by any unexpected delays in the original itinerary due to political reasons, weather conditions, and /or any other reasons beyond the control of the sponsors, Peking University which conducts the program, reserves the right to alter the itinerary as necessary.   Any additional expenses incurred shall be charged to the participants.

5.  Participants must strictly abide by the laws and regulations, promulgated by the Chinese government as well as their immigration and custom offices.  CLERC will be exempt from any responsibility for penalties arising from violations of the laws and regulations on the part of the participants.  

6.  Any and all complaints must be submitted within 14 days of the conclusion of the program for timely investigation.  Complaints submitted after 14 days will not be valid.
