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Part II: Utterances and Notes

'cai’ literally means 'dish, vegetable'. 'Zhongguo cai' means 'Chinese food, Chinese dish'.
The actual meaning depends on the context. For example, 'ni xihuan chi shénme cai'
may mean 'what kind of food, what nationality's cuisine do you like?' or 'what specific
dish do you like?'

e 'hdo cht literally means 'good to eat'. Many adjectives in Chinese are formed in this
way. 'hdo kan' means 'good to look, beautiful'. The opposite is 'bu hao cht' and 'bu hdo

kan'.

e 'li' in 'shiicai i ydu ge zhong weishéngsu' is a preposition like English 'in’. This sentence
literally can be traslated as 'In vegetable there are various types of vitamins.'

e 'youni' or 'you' means 'greasy, oily'

e Nutritious is an adjective in English, but in Chinese the same idea should be expressed
by a combination of a verb and a noun 'you yingyang' [to have nutrition]. You can't say
'hén yingyang.'

o 'lais an adjective. It means 'hot and spicy' It is used as a verb without 'shi'. When you
want to use it as an adjective, you should add 'DE'. For example, you can say the
following:

Zhe ge cai hén 1a.

Zhe¢ ge cai shi lade.
Zhe¢ shi laDE cai.
You can't say:

*Zhe ge cai shi hén la.
*Zhe ge cai shi la.
*Zhe shi la cai.

o Pay attention to 'Hanbdobao, bisabing, wo dou xithuan'. This is the only way to say that
you like them all. You can't say: 'W6 dou xthuan hanbdobao, bisabing.'
e 'chi DE guan' or 'chi BU guan' mean 'to be or not to be used to eating...'

o 'ziji' means 'self: wo ziji, ni ziji, ta ziji, women ziji, nimen ziji, tamen ziji.

e 'zudde cai' means 'the dish cooked'. In English, modifying clauses are attached to the
right of a noun, while in Chinese they are attached to the left of a noun with an
additional DE attached to the verb. Here are some more examples:

'wo maide shi' the book I bought
'ta xiéde zi' the words he wrote
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e 'ni chi gud Zhonggud cai méiyou?' is another question form. This question can be
formed in several ways:

Ni chi guoé Zhonggué cai MA?
Ni you méyou chi gudé Zhongguo cai?
Ni chi guo Zhonggud cai méiyou.

They are equally good questions.

o 'ging k¢' literally means 'invite a guest'. That implies that speaker will pay for anything
he/she offers.

e 'Bu hdo yisi' has no equivalent expression in English. Chinese people do not accept
offers directly. Usually they will reject for the first time. Or they say 'bu hdo yisi' to
accept it. It literally can be translated as 'l am really embarrassed...'
