WHEREAS, the Gaining Ear~y Awareness and Readiness for Undergraduate Programs (GEAR UP) is a 
federally funded, competitive grant program designed to increase the number oflow-income students who are 
prepared to enter and succeed in postseconda,y education; 

WHEREAS, GEAR UP serves low-income, minority, and disadvantaged students and their families fi'om 
underserved communities who might be thefirst person in theirfamify to go to college; and

WHEREAS, GEAR UP includes interventions such as tutoring, mentoring, rigorous academic preparation, 
financial education and college scholarships to improve access to higher education for low income, minority, 
and disadvantagedfirst-generation students and theirfamilies; and 

WHEREAS, GEAR UP is built around public-private partnerships, enlisting the formidable resources of 
government, business, and community groups to support low-income students as they prepare to enter and 
succeed in college; and 

WHEREAS, Long Beach GEAR UP is a partnership ofCSU Long Beach and Norwalk La Mirada Unified 
School District; and 

WHEREAS, Long Beach GEAR UP serves 1593 students attending Corvallis, Los Alisos, and Waite Middle 
Schools; and 

WHEREAS, the week ofSeptember 26, 2022 has been declared National GEAR UP Week; and 

WHEREAS, the Norwalk-La Mirada Unified School District is committed to providinga quality educationfor 
all students, helping them to achieve their highestpotential.
