Athletics Distinctions
Long Beach State has reached the final eight in the NCAA 
postseason in all seven of its highest - attendence sports:
Basketball (m) - Elite Eight                      
Basketball (w) - Final Four
Volleyball (m/w) - National Champions 
Baseball - College World Series
Softball - Women’s College World Series Soccer (w) - Elite Eight

Long Beach State Men’s Volleyball is one of the elite programs 
in the nation. Three-time national champions, Long Beach State 
won back-to-back titles in 2018 and 2019, winning the 2019 
championship inside of The Walter Pyramid.

Long Beach State again moved to the top of the Big West claiming 
the 2021-22 Dennis Farrell Commissioner’s Cup, awarded annually 
to the conference institution with the most success across all 
sports. Long Beach State has won the cup in seven of the last 10 
years.

Long Beach State’s athletics teams once again surpassed the 
NCAA’s Academic Progress Rate (APR) minimum score, which 
indicates a university’s success at retaining and graduating student-
athletes. LBSU is the only university in the CSU system to exceed 
the minimum score in all sports over the last 16 years.

James Ennis, a second-round NBA draft pick and former Big West 
Player of the Year, is in his seventh season in the NBA, and most 
recently played for the Orlando Magic.

Long Beach State is one of the most consistent producers of Major 
League Baseball talent and currently seven former Dirtbags are 
active players during the 2022 season. Jeff McNeil was named 
to the All-Star game for the second time, joining an elite list of 
Dirtbag greats like Jason Giambi, Evan Longoria, Troy Tulowitzki 
and Jered Weaver to play in multiple All-Star games. Brandon Hyde 
is also the first former player to become an MLB manager as the 
Baltimore Orioles skipper.

Long Beach State has had a representative in every Summer 
Olympic Games since the founding of the University in 1949. At 
the 2020 Tokyo Olympics, The Beach had three coaches and six 
former student-athletes competing for USA and Mexico across 
seven different sports.
