


General Requirements for the Certificate in Technical and

Professicnal Writing

1.

Baccalaureate degree which may be taken concurrently with the
Certificate in Technical and Professional Writing.

A minimum of 24 units in courses approved for the Certificate
Program at this University. A grade of "C" or higher is
required for every course in the Certificate Program. One
course may be taken Credit/No Credit,

Completion of a program of courses in Areas I through IV
developed in consultation with a member of the Certificate
Program Committee and approved by the Committee,.

Development of a portfolio of reports written and edited by
the student during enrollment in the Certificate Program for
review and approval of the Committee. (See Area IV, Course
Reguirements.)
