e Never use damaged or incorrect blades, washers or
bolts. This can cause injury from flying debris.

e Never attempt to pull the saw blade out of the work
while the blade is still spinning. Ensure it comes to a
complete rest before removing from work.

e When restarting the saw, make sure the teeth are not
in contact with the work piece. This can create the
blade to “walk up” or kick back.

o Keep blade aligned with work piece to prevent
pinching, binding or twisting this will result in kick back.
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
