Panel Discussion 

These sessions are in-

tended to encourage 

the exchange of ideas, 

methods, and/or experi-

ences among an intel-

lectually diverse group 

of scholars around sig-

nificant questions relat-

ed to a central topic or 

issue.  

Workshop 

Workshops are intend-

ed to provide an in-

depth review of, or intro-

duction to, a topic of 

interest, and should 

provide participants 

with materials and/or 

ideas that are immedi-

ately useful to public 

K12, community col-

lege, or higher educa-

tion practitioners.
